Trainer Says:  mounted version of “Simon Says”.  Pay careful attention or you’ll be out!  Last rider not eliminated is the winner. 
Ride-a-“Buck”:  no, not a bucking horse, a DOLLAR!  Whomever can hold a dollar under their leg the longest wins all the dollars!  Trainers will place the dollars 

& riders may not touch or adjust the dollar in any way 
Obstacle Course:  Quickest through the various obstacles and tasks wins. May include both mounted and unmounted activities 
Pumpkin Race: Ride to the end of arena, dismount, grab a pumpkin & get yourself & your horse back to the starting line as fast as you can!  Fastest time wins

Halloween fun-classes are FREE!! No charge to participate in these fun events. 
1.All other classes are $12.00 each. Office fee = $10/rider (plus $50 show/schooling fee for Wyndtree students) 
2.Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 6th place and Champion and Reserve Champion for each HU/EQ division. 

Points will be kept for end-of-year awards. “Fun Show” classes get a first prize award.   
3.Novice Horses must be in their first or second year of showing. Rusty Stirrup riders must be 30 years of age or older. 
4.Schooling ends 15 minutes before posted start time of the show. 
5.Approved helmets with safety harness required when mounted. NO EXCEPTIONS NO HUNT CAPS! 
6.Classes 1-13 not to be penalized for trotting fences. 
7.Trotting optional in Beginner Rider grounds rails, X-Rails, Novice Horse, Hilltoppers Hunter Hack. Rusty Stirrup, 

Short/Long Stirrup Equitation, Hunt Team, Low Hunter, Mini-Hunter and Short/Long Stirrup Hunter classes. 
Simple lead changes in the aforementioned classes not to be penalized. 

8.Fence heights listed are maximums. 
9.Riders in Advanced Beginner Rider (classes 4, 9 and/or 10) may NOT enter classes 1 and 2. 
10.Riders may NOT enter the mini-medal class (class 29) if they jump higher than 2'3" at this show 
11.Open card for classes 22 – 27, 32 - 35 (with judge's permission). 
*12. The warm up trip may be ridden before any division, and is charged like any other class.School horse warm-ups allowed 

with trainer’s permission. 
** 13. Jumper classes will be run according to USEF Rule JP145.2. (One round, no jump-off. Fewest faults. 
Horses with equal faults are ranked according to time taken to complete the course, with faster rounds placing higher))
